Owners directly oversaw their slaves and
lived in close proximity with them, sometimes in the same building. White Missourians believed this made
for a milder version of bondage. Some slaves, who expressed fear of being sold further south, seemed to
agree.

Mutti Burke reveals, however, that while small slaveholding created some advantages for slaves, it also
made them more vulnerable to abuse and interference in their personal lives. In a region with easy access to
the free states, the perception that slavery was threatened spawned white anxiety, which frequently led to
violent reassertions of supremacy.
